HAITI—HURRICANE MATTHEW
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Situation Overview

On the morning of Tuesday 4 October, Hurricane Matthew, the first Category 4 to hit the country in the past 52 years
with winds up to 150 mph (240 km/h) barreled into southern coastal towns including Jeremie, Les Cayes, Port Salut,
Damie Marie and Jacmel, causing major damage to homes, schools and other public buildings.
